June 26, 2021, marks the 125th anniversary of the publication of The Works of Geoffrey Chaucer by the Kelmscott Press, a landmark
volume in the history of fine printing. The Kelmscott Chaucer, as the book is known, is considered one of the most beautiful books ever
made: oversized, elaborately illustrated, and beautifully printed. The fonts used were created especially for the Press, and all of the type
was set by hand. The woodcuts and ornaments used in the borders throughout the book were designed by William Morris (1834-1896)
while Sir Edward Burne-Jones (1833-1898) created the illustrations—all of which were carved by hand before being printed.

The Kelmscott Press was founded in January 1891 by William Morris, a British writer, designer, and political activist. He was a major
figure of the Arts and Crafts movement, which advocated for the social reform of the industrial society, and good craftsmanship over
factory-produced goods. Artists and designers looked to the Middle Ages and folk tradition for sources of inspiration, creating beautiful
works of art made for everyday use such as books, wallpapers, and textiles. Morris was especially interested in reproducing medieval-
style aesthetics with modern technology which led directly to the crowning achievement that is The Works of Geoffrey Chaucer.
